Safety Policy for Bridge Bilingual Program

Purpose: The safety and well-being of our students are of paramount importance at the
Bridge Bilingual Program. To ensure a secure learning environment, we have implemented
the following safety policy outlining our expectations for student supervision before and
after lessons.

1. Student Supervision on Campus:

The Bridge Bilingual Program and its teachers bear no responsibility for the
supervision of students before and after their scheduled lessons while they are on
campus.

Parents are advised not to leave their children unattended on campus premises at
any time.

It is the responsibility of parents to ensure that their children are adequately
supervised before and after their lessons.

2. Drop-Off and Pick-Up Procedures:

Parents must escort their children to the entrance of the school building.

Parents should wait until their child is collected by the teacher or until the child
enters the classroom, depending on the child's age and maturity level.

The school is not liable for any incidents that may occur if parents drop off their
children in the parking lot and the child fails to go to the classroom.

3. Late Pick-Up and Sick Child Procedures:

If a parent is late picking up a child, the child will be escorted by the teacher to the
Bridge Bilingual office. Parents will need to collect their child from there.

If a child is feeling sick, the office will communicate with the parents, who will have
to come and pick up the child from the building where the child is having lessons.

Depending on the severity of the illness, the child might remain in the classroom or
be escorted outside to wait to avoid compromising the rest of the class.

In the latter case, someone from the Bridge Bilingual administration office will come
to the classroom to collect the child.

4. Teacher Responsibilities:

Teachers will be present in classrooms to receive students at the designated lesson
start time.

Teachers will ensure the safety and well-being of students during lesson times only.
They are not responsible for students outside of these designated times.



5. Parental Responsibilities:

e Parents are responsible for ensuring that their children arrive safely at the school
entrance and are collected promptly after their lessons.

e Parents should communicate any concerns regarding student safety or supervision
to the school administration promptly.

6. School Liability:

e The Bridge Bilingual Program and its teachers are not liable for any accidents,
injuries, or incidents that occur outside of scheduled lesson times.

e The school bears no responsibility for students who are left unattended before or
after their scheduled lessons.

Implementation: This safety policy will be communicated to all parents, teachers, and staff
members of the Bridge Bilingual Program. It is the responsibility of all stakeholders to adhere
to and uphold this policy to ensure the safety and well-being of our students.

Review and Updates: This safety policy will be reviewed periodically to ensure that it
remains relevant and effective. Any necessary updates or revisions will be communicated to
all stakeholders in a timely manner.
