DO ANIMALS HAVE FRIENDS?

In December 2004, heavy rains hit the
land near Malindi, a town in Kenya, East
Africa. The rains swept a group of hippos
into the Indian Ocean.

Only one baby hippo survived. Rescuers
found the little hippo and brought it to a
wildlife sanctuary, which is a safe place
where animals are cared for and
protected.

Many
animal scientists cannot decide whether or not to use the word “friendship” when
describing animals relationships.

Marc Bekoff, a biologist, thinks that many animals do have friends. If they are in the same
pack, animal friends may sleep close to one another. They play together, travel together,
share food, and clean each other, too.

Playing together helps animals bond. It keeps them close to the group. Young animals
often team up for protection. Leaving the protection of the group can be dangerous. But
if an animal has a friend, they can watch out for each other.

Animals that live in groups need each other to survive. But
members of a group also compete for food and mates. This can
lead to fights and making up after fights is also important.
People apologize or hug. Animals, on the other hand, say sorry
in other ways. Dolphins will swim close together, and hyenas
greet each other with licks and sniffs.

Can animals be friends? Like humans, animals cooperate, play,
and share food. But maybe there is more to friendship than
that. People have complicated feelings and thoughts. You
share your ideas and your dreams. Some scientists believe that
our ability to make friends is what has made humans the most
successful animals on Earth.
